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Use this form to create a story board for your photo story. You don’t need to use all the boxes, but can add extra if need be (you can have more or less than 15 images).
Instructions:

1. Enter the entire text as it will be read
2. Include the images which will be shown during each section of dialogue. Insert your images into the boxes above each image label (e.g. in the box above “Image 1”)

3. Insert your text next to the corresponding image in the text area
4. Give the website address (URL) where you found each picture
5. Write out the web addresses in full and make them clickable hyperlinks (check the videos in this module for instructions). Be sure to use the URL for the actual web site where you found the picture, not just to the picture itself

6. For your story board, resize the pictures so that they are fairly small in size
